On September 28, the Senate Judi-
ciary Committee unanimously voted
to send to the Senate a package of
bills that will increase bicyclist safe-
ty on Michigan roads.

O Ban using all hand-held devices
while driving

O Increase penalties for texting
while driving &amp; causing a death
to a felony punishable by up to five
years in prison

-Attorney and TCBA member Bryan
Waldman helped League of Michi-
gan Bicyclists Director John Lin-
denmayer brief the Committee on
the details of the bills. Over the past
several years Bryan has done yeo-
man work on bicycle issues on local
and state levels.

-In verbal comments, Advocacy
Committee Chair Mike Unsworth
summarized TCBA President Pat
Kelley’'s September 22 letter to the
Committee (see below). Several
TCBA members also attended the
hearing.

-The bills — SB123-124, 170, and
580-581—now go to the full Senate.

The Tri-County Bicycle Association
(TCBA), located in Lansing, Michigan
is pleased to support the bicycle safe-
ty package before this committee.

We are proud of
the DALMAC ride, and our ability to
have sponsored DALMAC for 47
years. The number of riders on this
epic tour has been decreasing be-
cause many riders are fearful for their
lives based on some drivers’ behav-
iors. The 5 foot passing distance
would be of great benefit to

bicyclists, and other vulnerable road
users. Having new/young drivers
become educated about how to safely
pass people on bicycles is another
safety aspect many of our members’
desire, along with increased penalties
for distracted driving.

TCBA believes that more education
will assist drivers’ with how to interact
with bicyclists. Please take note of
Grand Rapids’ recent “Driving
Change” campaign featured their five-
foot safe passing ordinance as a basis
for educating drivers in how to safely
interact with bicyclists

with great success. The effort resulted
in an 82% reduction in fatal or serious
injuries from bicycle-involved crashes.

Please consider vulnerable peoples
safety, over politics. Help make using
our roadways safer for all of us. TCBA
urges you to support and pass SB
123, 170, and 124, and SB 580 and
581. Michigan is one of only eleven
states without a law specifically requir-
ing motorists to pass bicyclists safely!

Proposed Business I-69 Corridor Median
Closures

-At its presentation on the “I69BL Corridor
Improvements Projects” (August 7, 2017)
Bath Township Board of Trustees meeting,
the Michigan Dept. of Transportation
(MDOT) proposed blocking the crossing of
Business 169 from Newton and Towner
roads (which are in Meridian Township but
provide access to Bath Township). MDOT
said that the projects are preliminary and
are subject to change.

-The Bath Trustees told MDOT that access
to Newton and Towner is essential for Non-
Motorized Transportation in the area. Advo-
cacy Committee member Tim Potter who is
also Vice Chair of the Meridian Township
Transportation Committee will bring this
matter to the attention of Township officials.
